The exam consists of thirty multiple-choice questions.

This exam may be administered at any point from October 1, 2003, through April 15, 2004. However,
teachers must return completed exams within one week of each administration. Results from all exams,
regardless of administration date, will be sent in May 2004. All participants will receive certificates, and the
highest achievers will receive both certificates and ribbons.
